Some Changes coming This Sunday
Beginning this Sunday (August 1) we will be introducing (and/or re-introducing)
some changes to our time together on Sunday mornings. If you have any
guestions, feel free to reply to me directly or to the office. Donna Dash, our
worship chair is also available to help answer questions or give clarification.

At traditional worship:
Ushers will light the candelabra five (5) minutes prior to worship in the
event that children acolytes are not available. We anticipate
re-introducing children acolytes sometime after the start of the school
year.

Hymnals will be placed in the pew pockets.

Elders and minister serving at the communion table will sit in chairs
after the meditation, words of institution, and prayer for the bread and
cup. They will remain there until after the benediction. Other than this
change, we will continue to use the pre-packaged communion
elements, and deacons will not yet be serving the elements.

Throughout the morning:
Greeters will be scheduled to help open doors and welcome
worshipers at the West Entrance and direct them to the welcome table
to sign in and use hand sanitizer.
